4. Purpose of the Agreement
The purpose of this Agreement is to provide the Recipient with the Material defined in point 3 and to agree with the conditions on which the Material shall be used by the Recipient.
5. Conditions for the use of the Material 
5.1 The Recipient shall use the Material only for academic and non-commercial research purposes in the Project. Research plan or a separate Plan for Use of the Material shall be attached as Annex 2. 

5.2 The title and all intellectual property rights in the Material(s) will remain the property of the Provider. 


5.3 The Recipient shall not use the Material for any commercial purposes whatsoever. Should the Recipient wish to commercially exploit the Material in any manner, such use or exploitation shall be negotiated and agreed in writing separately between the Parties.

5.4 Unless otherwise agreed in this Agreement, the results, excluding inventions, of the Project shall belong to the Recipient. The Recipient agrees to report all the results to the Provider under confidentiality. Inventions mean any outcomes patentable anywhere in the world under any legislation made by the Recipient through the use of the Material.

5.5 The Provider shall hereby be granted a royalty-free, perpetual, irrevocable, non-transferrable, world-wide right to use the results, including but not limited to modifications of Material, in its internal, non-commercial research and teaching activities. Upon request, the Recipient shall send the Provider samples of said modifications for non-commercial research and teaching purposes.

5.6 The Recipient shall meet with the Provider representatives in good faith to determine the inventorship if an invention should arise from the work with the Material. Recipient warrants that in case of an invention the Provider's role as provider of the Material shall be duly credited when determining the inventorship. Decisions about all further proceedings, such as filing of a patent application or exploitation, shall be made after inventorship is determined.

5.7 The Recipient shall not sell, transfer, reproduce, copy or distribute in any media the Material to any third party without the express prior written consent of the Provider. 

5.8 The Recipient shall not solve the structure of the Material(s) and will not file any patent application claiming the Material.

5.9 The Recipient shall treat all information relating to the Material as confidential information.

5.10 The Recipient shall not publish the results arising from the use of the Material in seminars, conferences and scientific publications etc. without the prior written consent of the Provider. 

5.11 The Recipient shall acknowledge the Provider in any resulting publications. 

5.12 The Recipient shall send a reprint of each resulting publication to Provider.

5.13 The Material delivered pursuant to this Agreement is understood to be experimental in nature and may have hazardous properties. Provider makes no representations and extends no warranties of any kind, either expressed or implied. There are no express or implied warranties of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose, or that the use of the Material will not infringe any patent, copyright, trademark, or other proprietary rights. The Recipient assumes all liability for claims for damages, including but not limited to the claims by third parties, which may arise from the use, storage or disposal of the Material.

5.14 The Recipient will use the Material in compliance with all national and international laws and regulations.

5.15 The Recipient is obliged at any time to stop using the Material and immediately return the Material to the Provider or to destroy it upon request of the Provider.

5.16 If a fee for Material or transportation is requested from the Recipient, the amount will be indicated here: [Insert the possible fee].

5.17 In the event the Material or part of it should be under physical control of the Recipient before this Agreement is signed, the terms and conditions of this Agreement shall apply for this Material retroactively.

5.18 This Agreement shall become effective upon date of last signature and shall continue in effect for two (2) years.

Any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this Agreement, or the breach, termination or validity thereof shall be finally settled by arbitration by one arbitrator in accordance with the Rules of the Finland Arbitration Institute. The arbitration shall be conducted in Helsinki, Finland in English language.
